Non-Citizens with Eligible Immigration Status:

1. A signed declaration of eligible immigration stafusfer to form, included in this policy); and

2. A copy, front and back, of Immigration and Naturation Service document of eligible immigration
status (original document must be available forew®y; and

3. Signed authorization for release of information.

Non-Citizens without Eligible Immigration Status:

1. Signed declaration of immigration status; and
2. Signed authorization for release of information.

Not Contending Immigration Status:

1. Signed declaration of "not contending" immigratgiatus; and
2. Signed authorization for release of information.

Definitions
Eligible Immigration Status

- Lawfully admitted for permanent residence as an ignamt, including special agricultural workers;

« Entered the U.S. before January 1, 1972, and hagaimed continuous residence thereafter, and who i
not ineligible for citizenship, but who is deemedoe lawfully admitted for permanent residence as a
result of an exercise of discretion by the Attori@sneral;

o Lawfully present in the U.S. pursuant to the gragf asylum (refugee status);
o Lawfully present in the U.S. as a result of an etserof discretion by the Attorney General for
emergency reasons or reasons deemed strictly jputblec interest (parole status);



o Lawfully present in the U.S. as a result of theoAtey General's withholding deportation (threat
to life or freedom); or,

o Lawfully admitted for temporary or permanent resicke (amnesty granted under Immigration
and Naturalization Act Section 245A).
