"We’ve reached a significant milestone," says Susan Field, public affairs officer. "What’s so 
wonderful is that diverse groups of donors and volunteers have come together with one common 
goal in mind: to make a difference in the lives of animals."

They include individuals 
who give hundreds of hours each year ensuring successful pet adoptions or providing direct care to 
animals. 

"It’s heartwarming to look back over the years. I see many names of donors who started giving 
when this shelter opened. And, it’s inspiring that several volunteers have committed over 10 years 
of their energy to improve the lives of animals and local residents," Field adds. 

Wall of Honor  
"The Wall of Honor recognizes the many friends of the animal shelter. It’s symbolic of their 
compassion and care," says Field. 

The wall display of wood and glass hangs in the lobby and includes 15 names of donors who 
designated bequests, 125 donors who have given between $10,000—$500, business supporters, and 
13 volunteers who have shared their time from 10—3 years. The recognition piece features a 
colorful combination of photos and text that tells the shelter’s story. 

"All of the donations are cumulative since 1996," explains Field. "So, donors who have given at 
least $500 over the last 11 years are highlighted on the wall display." In addition to the hanging 
exhibit, a list of all donors and volunteers who contributed last year is available for viewing in the 
lobby.  

Recognition reception  
Rod Branyan, Director of Washington County’s Health & Human Services Department will be one 
of the guest speakers. In addition, Foster and Vincent-Roberts, both Beaverton residents, will share 
their perspectives on why they help animals in our community. A reception will follow.
