
Veterans Drive
The City of Hillsboro is constructing 
a new road across the County 
Fairgrounds that will extend Grant 
Street to Brookwood Parkway and be 
known as Veterans Drive. It will be 
constructed in two phases in 2011 
and 2012.

Veterans Gateway
The Gateway will be a greenway 
between Veterans Drive and the 
current access road to the MAX 
parking area. It will extend from the 
current ball fields to 34th Street.

Three flagpoles have been erected. 
A path of paver stones will cross the 
Gateway near the flagpoles. Paver 
stones will also be placed under and 
around the flagpoles.

Veterans Plaza
The Plaza will become the focal  
point at the entrance to the 
Fairgrounds. The Plaza will tell the 
story of the many contributions of 
our sons, daughters, fathers, cousins 
and the like. The Plaza will also serve 
as a meeting place for event attendees 
and for civic ceremonies as well.

Must be dedicated to a U.S. Veteran(s), U.S. Military 
Organization(s), or to the members of the U.S Armed Forces.

Supporting Organizations and Businesses may add their name 
to the memorial stone.

Please note: There is no guaranteed location of the paving stones and both the Board of the Memorial 
Fund and the Veterans Plaza Design Committee reserve the right to relocate  

any paving stone deemed necessary.
