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In 2011 State law was amended to allow countieetelop standards authorizing “agri-
tourism” uses. This legislation creates a protgsshich the County may conditionally approve
“agri-tourism and other commercial events and aitis related to and supportive of
agriculture” in areas zoned for exclusive farm use (EFU and8J;4including areas designated
as rural or urban reserves. All uses mustim@dental and subordinate to the farm useThis
permitting process could possibly make it easieetxlusive farm land to be used for a variety
of agri-tourism activities and events.

The provisions of SB 960 are optional, in that the County may choose whether or not to

adopt theseregulations, in whole or in part. Regulations relating to agri-tourism events at
wineries were approved in 2011 and 2013, and arergly more permissive than the 2011 agri-
tourism legislation. Wineries legislation is matatg and is now in effect.

The issue is whether or not Washington County wdaké&lto adopt some form of regulations
regarding agri-tourism. If agri-tourism regulatioare deemed necessary or desirable, a number
of issues would then need to be addressed, inguth closely to follow state law provisions
and the various requirements and procedures tollosved.

As part of the 2013 Work Program, direction wasegito undertake a scoping process for agri-
tourism, including a public involvement strategyinvestigate options for implementation of the
agri-tourism legislation. This process involvedntifying both issues and benefits should the
County decide to move forward to develop an agrrmm program. Scoping and initial public
input has occurred, though additional input is gesaught from additional stakeholders.

Recommendation

Direct staff to release the Agri-tourism Issue RdpeJanuary 31, 2014, and include Agri-
tourism as a Tier 1 task in the draft 2014-15 Werkigram scheduled to be released February
18,2014. Solicit comments on the Issue Paper and mdikel decision as part of the adoption
of the 2014-15 Work Program in April 2014.

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Overview of Report

Background

SB 960, adopted by the Oregon legislature in 20delgtes opportunities for residents of
exclusive farm zones to conduegri-tourism and other commercial events or adie$ that are
related to and supportive of agricultureExclusive Farm Districts in Washington County
include areas designated Exclusive Farm Use (ERU)Agriculture and Forestry (AF-20.)

The provisions of SB 960 are optional, in that the County may choose whether or not to

adopt theseregulations, in whole or in part. Recent legislation specific to agri-tourism egent
at wineries was passed in 2011 (HB 3280) and 28B3841). Agri-tourism events at wineries
can either be conducted under the wineries le@sIdORS 215.452)r under this agri-tourism
legislation (ORS 215.213), but not both.

Currently, a variety of uses and activities areva#d in the Exclusive Farm Districts (EFU and
AF-20.) For example, some local farms providedisales, U-picks, and may hold activities
(corn maze, hay rides, pumpkin patches, etc.) eopthe farm use. Generally, these activities
are allowed provided they are incidental to the iwmrtial farm use of the property. These uses
are at one end of a continuum of allowable uset, agri-tourism associated with wineries at
the other end. Between these two extremes lien@ruof other uses and events allowed in
EFU and AF-20, such as farm stands and privatespark

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If adopted by the County, Agri-tourism would likdlg on the far end of the continuum and
could allow additional events to be held in thelesive farm districts, subject to conditions
determined by the Board. Other events and adg/are allowed in the Exclusive Forest and
Conservation District (EFC), which forms the majpof the remainder of the rural area. A
listing and description of the variety of allowabiges and events in the rural area are shown in
Attachment A.

Summary of Senate Bill (SB) 960-A (Agri-tourism)

As a broad overview, SB 960 allows counties toterealditional opportunities for residents of
exclusive farm districts (EFU and AF-20) to condiagritourism and other commercial events
and activities that are related to and supportivegriculture.” Following are some key
provisions of the legislation:

= All usesmust comply with applicable local standards and be “incidental and subordinate
to existing farm use.”

= The law provides for different approvals, rangingni a single evericense,toland use
permitsfor a single event, up to 6 events and finallfaA8 events. Slightly different
requirements are laid out for the different levalsntensities of events, increasing as the
intensity of events increases.

= All except for the single evelitenserequire impact findings to be made. Impact figdin
require that the use will néta) force a significant change in accepted farnddorest
practices on surrounding lands devoted to farm mdst use; or (b) significantly increase
the cost of accepted farm and forest practicesusrosnding lands devoted to farm and
forest use.”

= For the 18 event permit, an additional findingaguired to be made, that the allowable
events will not'in combination with other agri-tourism or other oanercial events
authorized in the area, materially alter the stalgibf the land use pattern in the area.”

=  While temporary structures and existing permittedctures may be used for agri-tourism,
no new permanent buildings may be constructed hygsipal alteration to the land (e.g.,
grading, fill, paving) made.

= Agri-tourism uses must comply with conditions efitdied to address potential impacts,
including:
0 Types of events including number and duration ydailendance and hours of operation;

Analysis

What is “Agri-Tourism™?

SB 960 did not specifically define the term Agrutsm. The bill applies ttagri-tourism and
other commercial events and activities relatedrid aupportive of agriculturélt clearly states
that the uses must beetated to and supportive of agricultuteand be“incidental and
subordinate to existing farm use.However, the legislation goes no further in deftnihe term
or specific activities or events that could be ¢deed agri-tourism.

Various possible definitions of the term agri-t@ani exist nationally and internationally,
including:

o “Agri-tourism or other commercial events” includastdoor concerts for which
admission is charged, educational, cultural, healtifestyle events, facility rentals,
celebratory gatherings and other events...” (Ordgevised Statutes SB 841B re:
Wineries)

» The act of visiting a working farm or any agricutilj horticultural or agri-business
operation for the purpose of enjoyment, educatioactive involvement in the activities
of the farm or operation. (University of Califoars Small Farm Center)

* Travel which combines rural settings with prodwsdtagricultural operations within a
tourism experience that is paid for by visitorsi@ian Farm Business Management
Council)

» Basically any activity that brings visitors to arfaor ranch. (US Farm Bureau)

* A commercial enterprise at a working farm or ranohducted for the enjoyment of
visitors that generates supplemental income footineer. (UC Small Farm program)

Agri-tourism as a&ommercialevent or activity has been interpreted to meaerderprise where
a fee is charged, thereforenibuld not apply to family gatheringéveddings, reunions,
celebratory events) or other events where theme fee or remuneration of any form. When a
property owner collects a fee or other form of cemgation from holding or allowing an event
on his/her property, it is considered a businessoarmercial enterprise. This includes only
being compensated for expenses the property ownerred from the event.
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Possible examples of the types of events and tieivthat might constitute agri-tourism include:

Educational experiences Cooking classes using pteditom the farm, habitat
introduction programs, school tours, garden/nursery
tours, craft classes/shows

Entertainment Festivals, harvest days, pony ridasdfs, corn maze,

From this listing it can be seen that there is sonexlap between agri-tourism and other events
and activities potentially allowed under existiegulations.

Public Engagement Process

On the evenings of December 5, 2013 and Janu&®12i, Long Range Community Planning
staff held meetings with an ad hoc Technical Adwigeroup (TAG) to help scope the impacts
and benefits of adopting some or all of Senate®0A (Agri-tourism). More than 15 people,
representing a wide variety of interests and petsges, attended each meeting and participated
in productive and informative discussions. A sumnw the Public Engagement Strategy,
including a list of attendees, is included in Altaxent C.

Staff has also met individually with a number afkstholders to learn about what other issues
should be considered in determining whether to niomgard with agri-tourism in Washington
County. Staff met with representatives from therBteOffice, Tualatin Valley Fire & Rescue,
Washington County Rural Fire District #2, the Binlgl Official, the Washington County
Visitor's Association, Rural Roads Operations arari#énance Advisory Committee, the Cities
of Banks and North Plains, and the Farm Bureauf B4a also met with staff from Code
Compliance, Current Planning, Clean Water SenacesRoad Maintenance.
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Benefits of Agri-tourism

Based on research and the public engagement pralcegsotential benefits of implementing
SB960 and allowing additional events and activitiethe rural area that are related to and
supportive of agriculture include:

= Better understanding of and connection with thalrarea

= Public education regarding all elements of farncpcas

= Improved sustainability & viability of farms by praling alternative revenue streams

= Provision of structure and form to the process,ciiig not always clear now

= Providing more certainty to both farmers and neagblby defining permitted uses

= Simplify and reduce the need for enforcement byipling clearer parameters for allowed
activities

= Economic impacts beyond the farm - revenue help®snding communities

= Allowing County to capture tourism revenues thayroarrently be lost to other counties that
have agri-tourism allowances in place

Issues Raised in Public Engagement

Public input was generally positive regarding thegbility of moving forward with some form
of agri-tourism program as long as a number ofassare addressed through program
development.

1. Ensuring farm useisprotected and agri-tourism isincidental and subordinate: It was
reiterated that farm use must continue to be timeigant use in the rural area and that the
right to farm is preeminent. Any agritourism adi®$ and events must consider and
acknowledge this.

Overarching concerns were voiced about how trentrdf the legislation would be met,
specifically related to defining and enforcing sotniécal terms and requirements. These
include“incidental and subordinate to farm useand ‘related to and supportive of
agriculture?” Concern was raised as to how the County woullienthat the act of holding
events on the parcel would be secondary or subgitbahe farm use of the parcel, and how
it would be determined that the use will fi@) force a significant change in accepted farm
and forest practices on surrounding lands devotefatm and forest use; or (b) significantly
increase the cost of accepted farm and forest p@ston surrounding lands devoted to farm
and forest use.” Another impact that may be difficult to detenmiis whether the allowable
events will“in combination with other agritourism or other conercial events authorized in
the area, materially alter the stability of the thonse pattern in the area.”

2. Enforcement: Enforcement othe requirements of the law and of any permitsadsuas
another overarching concern, raised by most TAG begmand stakeholders. Concern was
expressed regarding the County’s complaint driveoreement system, with many desiring
more proactive enforcement measures. Many felag critical to give more tools to enforce
and more ‘teeth’ to enforcement, including siteesscby enforcement personnel, closure of
event if conditions of permit violated, ability tevoke permit, allow for imposition of fines.
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Some felt that the need for enforcement might deced through establishing clear
standards that define parameters for events antiwdadd constitute a violation. The
permit requirements need to be measurable andigeso that everyone knows the rules.
There was also talk about potentially rolling castenforcement into permit fees.

Noise: Noise was a major concern for many. Concerns anforcing the County’s noise
ordinance were raised, with interest in considedadditional ways this could be done. There
was interest in controlling music amplification¢lading restricting number of events with
amplification, and limiting hours or prohibiting gfification altogether.

Parking: Parking impacts on rural roads and neighborirmperties were also a major
concern. Suggestions included limiting attendemlmers and parking, requiring parking
management plans that might include contractingpémking management with the Sheriff or
other, and requiring all parking to be accommodaiedite.

Traffic: Since these events will be occurring by definitiothe rural area, concern was
expressed about additional traffic on rural rogadgentially affecting both road safety &
capacity. Potential impacts on road maintenanddrgrastructure should be considered, as
well as possible traffic management solutions (¢ogwr buses, signage, traffic control at
events, access permits.)

Farm use conflicts: Farm use in the rural area is the predominant i$&s members and
stakeholders reiterated this fact, and voiced amsceith the potential conflicts between the
farming practices and outdoor events. Typical fagypractices might include spraying,
dust, slow-moving equipment, and other activitlest generate noise or odor. Measures to
address these impacts were requested, includingyirgginon-remonstrance agreements
signed by those holding events. Other signed ageats might include agreements
regarding trespass by attendees and hold harndessmaents releasing farmers from
liability for impacts to events and activities.

Number of events:. Many TAG members and stakeholders voiced coneémthe number

of events that might be allowed. SB960 defineserent as 72 hours (3 days), and would
allow up to 18 events, which could result in 18 lexel long events. This was a concern
particularly if the events involved noise amplifica. It may be possible to limit the number
of events allowed and/or limit noise amplificatiand/or define an event differently (e.g., as
24 hours) to address these concerns. Potent&bkdrr conflicts with use and enjoyment of
residential properties as well as with farm adegt

Event saturation: Concerns were raised about event saturationntgwecurring in too
close proximity to one another and too many afirate. A tracking process for event
locations and timing will be needed in order towgaghat these events or activities will not
“in combination with other agri-tourism or other oanercial events authorized in the area,
materially alter the stability of the land use patt in the area.”
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Other related issues raised in the process:
» Grandfather provisions for existing activities eanadler lots that might not meet new
requirements
* Relationship with Farm Stands
* Would weddings be allowed?
* Possible look at expansion of home occupationfour B&B'’s, farm stays?

Experience of Other Counties

At least six counties in Oregon have adopted regulsa implementing SB 960. Research into
their experience is instructive for us as we deteenwhether and how to move forward. Staff
researched the programs in Yamhill, Clackamas, IRdses, Marion and Lane Counties to see
how they developed their programs and how thewamking to date. This information may be
very useful for the Board as you consider movimgverd with a program in Washington
County.

For the most part, each County has tailored thgrpro to its own requirements and concerns.
In many cases, more restrictive requirements thiaa vg specifically listed in State law have
been developed, for instance to address noise faragibn or number of events. Following is a
brief summary of the programs of Yamhill, Clackapiasschutes, Marion and Lane Counties.
A more detailed discussion is included in Attachti2n

Yambhill County

In mid-2012, Yamhill County adopted Senate Bill @8thost in its entirety, but with certain
restrictions that exceed those of the bill inclgdiimits on camping and sound amplification and
a shorter timeframe for permits.

Since adoption, Yamhill County has processed oimlg agri-tourism applications: one for 18
events (related to a pumpkin patch); two for sigrés (a wine tasting event permit for non-
winery vineyard property, and a rodeo event permit); and the neimgisix for single events
(primarily music related and/or for wine tastingmon-winery vineyard land). Yamhill County
has not received any request for an agri-tourisrmpeénvolving weddings.

Yambhill County has not created a definition of ‘fagurism” beyond its description within SB
960. Permit review fees are $69 for the singleelieense and range from $256 to $974 for 1-
18 events permits.

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Clackamas County

The Clackamas County Board of County Commissioadapted language to mirror SB 960 on

June 7th, 2012. Clackamas County defines sewaraktfrom SB 960 as follows:

= “Incidental and subordinate’, as related to agioarism, means that the event or activity is
strictly secondary and ancillary to on-site farmimgterms of income generated, area
occupied, and off-site impacts”

=  “Agri-tourism means a commercial event or activigt is logically, physically, and/or
economically connected to and supports an exigtmgite farm operation and promotes the
practice of agriculture”

Clackamas County has issued only two agri-tourismmjits. One for a single event involving a
farm-to-fork dinner, and the other for six rode@ets. After a police and public safety incident
at the third event, the subject farmer voluntagilycontinued further rodeo events.

A Single or Six-Event application is subject tolarfhing Director's Review (PDR) and a fee of
$845. An 18-Event application is subject to a Gomdal Use (CU) Review, and a fee of
$3,945.

As a “lesson learned,” Clackamas County staff ersjzled the importance of ensuring that
requested events/activities support on-site farmiiigout impacting the surrounding area more
than the actual farming does. Related to enforcén@ackamas County Planning does apply
permit conditions requiring contact and compliandh requirements of the Engineering
Division and Sheriff's Office. A licensed trafficanagement company and/or onsite security is
required for large events.

Deschutes County

Deschutes County adopted SB 960 on April 16, 2B2has tailored review types and
standards to suit their own needs. Noise anddrakre key issues in developing standards for
adoption. Deschutes County staff indicated @rdbrcement needs have dropped significantly
with adoption of SB 96fules because they provide clarity for events.

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Other areas where Deschutes County regulationsiare specific or restrictive than State law
include: application of minimum lot sizes, maximdurations per event, and limitations on
noise amplification, prohibitions on camping, reguient for a 100 foot setback, traffic control
personnel based on attendance, notification oftedates, and requiring a consent form allowing
law enforcement, public health, fire control offiseand code enforcement staff to enter the
premises for inspection and enforcement.

Deschutes County has processed only four or fivepe Two others were submitted but
withdrawn because they didn’t have a verifiablerfarse. All applications have involved
weddings.

Review fees are currently $455 for a Type | perani] $855 for a Type Il or lll. Additional fees
apply if brought before a hearings officer.

Marion County

On May 2, 2012, Marion County adopted SB 960. Mafimunty’s standards differ very little
from those of SB 960, with primary exceptions beangquirement for a notice of the decision
for all permit types and a two-year expiration I&Event Permits (SB 960 allows four years.)

Review fees are currently: $375 for a single evend, $640 for six to 18 events.

Since adoption, Marion County has issued only tewmts. In the past year, interest has
dropped to less than one or two inquiries a maathording to staff.

Lane County

In January of 2013, Lane County adopted agri-tournsgulations. Lane County standards do
not differ notably from SB 960, except for a twaayénitial expiration for 18-Event Permits;
with a four-year renewal allowed subject to evidentcompliance with prior permit
requirements. SB 960 allows four years whetherainpiermit or renewal. No applications have
yet been made under these regulations in Lane €ount

Relationship to Wineries
In 2011 the State legislature passed SB841 relatguhrt, to activities at wineries. The
provisions of this bill related to events and atit®g at wineries in included as Attachment E.

The Bill expanded the list of allowable activiti@swineries — with slightly different activities
allowed at small versus large wineries. For btith,legislation define®agri-tourism and other
commercial eventsfor purposes of this section to include: outdoammcerts for which
admission is charged, educational, cultural, healtlifestyle events, facility rentals, celebratory
gatherings, and other events at which the promatfomine produced in conjunction with the
winery is a secondary purpose of the event.
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Wineries may apply for permits under either thevgions of this state law or under the agri-
tourism legislation, if adopted by the Countyisltmportant to note that the wineries legislation
is required to be implemented, as opposed to thierad provisions of SB 960 for agri-tourism.

What happens if the County does nothing to implar8&h960?

If the County chooses not to move forward with iempéntation of SB 960, current conditions
will continue. Some commercial events would camtiton farms, including those allowed as
“commercial activities in conjunction with farm y$eas well as those allowed through the
various other allowances (e.g., farm stands, priparks, outdoor mass gatherings, etc.) In
many cases, activities are occurring that the Goismot aware of. Unless a complaint has been
filed, these activities and events will also conéin Many activities and events not specifically
allowed may not occur -- or may occur instead meghboring jurisdiction.

Yamhill County
In mid-2012, Yamhill County adopted Senate Bill ¥8thost in its entirety, but with
certain restrictions that exceed those of the(Biicussed below).

Since adoption, Yamhill County has processed oimlg agri-tourism applications: one
for 18 events (related to a pumpkin patch); twosi@revents (a wine tasting event permit
for non-winery vineyartiproperty, and a rodeo event permit); and the reimgisix for
single events (primarily music related and/or famevtasting on non-winery vineyard
land). Yamhill County has not received any reqdé@san agri-tourism permit involving
weddings, but Stephanie Armstrong (Yamhill CountgnRer) predicts that these would
generate some public concern.

Yamhill County has not created a definition of ‘fagurism” beyond its description
within SB 960. Yamhill staff says they haven't yajperienced significant enforcement
issues or public opposition, but suggests thahdejitypes of events to be allowed may
help to reduce the potential for these.

Yambhill County has created an “Agri-Tourism Pernent Application” that is used for
all permit types (as well as for the Expedited &rtgvent License). Review fees are
currently: $69 for the single event license, $266&65 for the Single Use Permit
(depending on whether or not camping is proposedi tleerefore whether 15-day public
notice is required), $665 for six event permit, &d4 for up to 18 events. Processing
takes about a week for an Expedited Single Everdrise, four to five weeks for a
Single- or Six-Event Permit without camping, anxitsi eight weeks for an 18-Event
Permit or a Single- or Six-Event Permit with cangpirProcessing times include a 15-day
appeal period.

% Note: Such properties are considered farm useshfeir grape crops, but not
“wineries” if they lack a facility to process theapes into wine.
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Following are the areas where Yamhill’s standaitferdrom SB 960:

* Requirements for 15-day public notice in any caken& camping is proposed,
whether as part of a Single Event, Six Event, oEl8nt Permit request. (SB 960
requires public notice only in the case of 18 EvRertmits, and doesn’t
specifically address camping).

» Limitations on both camping and sound amplificatioronly one event,
regardless of the number of events approved byraipé€Senate Bill 960 is
silent).

* Complete prohibition of music amplification as paian Expedited Single Event
License (SB 960 is silent).

» A one year expiration for both permit types (“rerade at four year intervals”),
while the bill applies two and four year expiratijperiods for Six Event and 18
Event Permits.

Clackamas County
The Clackamas County Board of County Commissioadaopted language to mirror SB
960 on June 7th, 2012, but added clarifications.

They have created a supplemental application fbahdpplies to all types of Agri-
Tourism and Commercial Event/ActivitgquestsA Single or Six-Event application is
subject to a Planning Director’'s Review (PDR) arfdeaof $845. An 18-Event
application is subject to a Conditional Use (CUyiee, and a fee of $3,945. Processing
times are from six to eight weeks, or 150 daypgealed.

Clackamas County has issued only two agri-tourisnmjits. One was for a single event
involving a farm to fork dinner, which occurred fatut incident. The other approved six
rodeo events — only three of which took place. gkding to Clackamas County staff, a
brawl broke out at the third one, requiring theistasce of four police departments and
five fire districts. Since the subject farmer vdlamly discontinued further rodeo events,
Clackamas County had no need to pursue enforcemh@ermit conditions.

In hindsight, as compared to impacts associatel raising Brahma Bulls (the primary
farm use), Clackamas points out that a 3,000-a¢emnodeo with live bands and
announcer may not truly have been secondary. ‘Aesson learned,” Gary Hewitt
(Clackamas County Sr. Planner and Farm/Forest 8pgtemphasizes the importance
of ensuring that requested events/activities suppesite farming without upsetting the
surrounding area any more than the actual farmaeg dConsiderations may include
earnings, noise duration, and noise levels of &¢anaing practices as compared to
those of an event.

Related to enforcement, Clackamas Colrianningdoes not have ability to require
corrections to agri-tourism violations at the tinfeheir occurrence or to shut down
events that are in process. They do, however, g@iyit conditions directing applicants
to contact and comply with requirements deemedssacyg by the Engineering Division
and Sheriff's Office. Further, both offices areifietl of each application. The Sheriff's
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Office administers the Noise Code for Clackamasr@polA licensed traffic management
company and/or onsite security is required fordaggents.

Regarding weddings, Clackamas County hasn’'t belesdas approve any under their
agri-tourism standards. They point out that it nbigd possible, but that their Home
Occupation standards otherwise permit such everdtsge far less restrictive as to
number. (Their Home Occupation standards allowffive to seven events per week
depending on time of year, and up to 300 peoplepent).

Clackamas County’s standards differ from SB 96thefollowing ways:

» They clarify SB 960’s reference tmcidental and subordinate,’stating:
“Incidental and subordinate’, as related to agmrism, means that the event or
activity is strictly secondary and ancillatyg on-site farming in terms of income
generated, area occupied, and off-site imga¢esnphasis added).

* They expand on SB 960’s requirement that agri-smanmust bérelated to and
supportive of agriculture,’stating:“Agri-tourism means a commercial event or
activity that is_logically, physically, and/or ecamically connected tand supports
an existing on-site farm operation and promotesgtaetice of agriculture”
(emphasis added).

Deschutes County

Deschutes County adopted SB 960 on April 16, 2B2has tailored review types and
standards to suit the needs of the community. Netkck, Community Development
Director, notes;lt was a major effort for us to adopt the new rsié’ou can tell how
much more restrictive we were than state law taresislour local issues.He notes that
noise and traffic were key issues in developingdads for adoption, but that parking
was less of a concern. As for lessons learnedpmgspout that enforcement needs have
dropped significantly with adoption of SB 96fles because they provide clarity for
events (emphasis added).

960:

Partial Summary of Enrolled SB 841-B (Wineries)

Enrolled in 2012, this Bill authorizes wineries th&tmeet minimum acreage and
annual production requirements to do additional acivities.

This bill is required in that the County must adoptthese regulations.

Following is a summary of the pertinent parts & Wineries legislation relating to
agritourism. See the full Bill for all provisions.

Provides for two different ways a winery may beabBshed - either by meeting
the criteria in 215.452 or .453. Each has requamisibased on size and volume
of wine produced.

For both, the legislation defines “Agritourism awttier commercial events” for
purposes of this section to include: outdoor casder which admission is
charged, educational, cultural, health or lifesgients, facility rentals,
celebratory gatherings, and other events at wiiielptomotion of wine produced
in conjunction with the winery is a secondary pupof the event.

SMALL WINERIES

For the Smaller wineries (established under 215.4%2Bill changes some
definitions on where a winery may be establishatirafines some criteria for
establishment. It expands the list of allowablgvies at a winery, adding to the
list of activities that come under the heading ‘@oct operations that are directly
related to the sale or marketing of wine producedonjunction with the
winery...” and adding two categories of activiti€'sigritourism or other
commercial events” and “host charitable activifeswhich the winery does not
charge a facility rental fee.”

These smaller wineries may include on site kitclaeilities under certain
conditions

The gross income from the sale of incidental itemd services may not exceed

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LARGE WINERIES

For the Large wineries established under 215.458las changes were made. It
expands the list of allowable activities at a winexdding to the list of activities
that come under the heading “conduct operationsatteadirectly related to the
sale or marketing of wine produced in conjunctiathihe winery...” and

adding two categories of activities: “agritourismother commercial events” and
“host charitable activities for which the wineryegonot charge a facility rental
fee.”

Wineries may include on site kitchen facilities endertain conditions

The gross income from the sale of incidental iteamd services may not exceed
25% of the gross income (as defined.)

Wineries may carry out up to 25 or fewer day$agri-tourism or other
commercial events” hosted by the winery or patmittie winery, at which wine
produced by the winery is featured on the tracuped by the winery. Such
events must be directly related to the sale or ptan of the winery’s wine and
be incidental to the sale of wine on -site. ltegms that up to 25 events may be
allowed without an additional permit.

When a winery wishes to either operate a restawen to the public for more
than 25 days OR host agritourism or other authdraenmercial events on more
than 25 days in a calendar yeampermit from the local government is required.
A permit application may be approved if the follogyifindings can be made:

» Complies with the standards in 215.296 (Impactifigd) - use will not:
force a significant change in accepted farm ordbpeactices in
surrounding lands devoted to farm or forest use; or

» Significantly increase the cost of accepted farrfoogst practices in
surrounding lands devoted to farm or forest use

the land use pattern in the area
