Public Hearing

Stephanie Jones, Chair of the Policy Advisory Board opened the public hearing
on the draft 2021 Consolidated Annual Performance and Evaluation (CAPER) at

approximately 7:03 pm.

Shaena Johnson welcomed everyone and went over some of the meeting
guidelines. She advised that all would be muted, went over the chat function,
and advised that the meeting was being recorded.

Marni Kuyl introduced newly appointed Community Development Program

Director, Shannon Wilson to the PAB.
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Stephanie called for introductions of PAB members by jurisdiction, then called
on staff.

Ann Hawkins began the Public Hearing by reviewing the purpose of the FY2021
Consolidated Annual Performance and Evaluation Report (CAPER) and the
public hearing. The CAPER highlights the annual accomplishments and shows
the progress made in reaching the 5-year goals. The 2021 CAPER highlights the
accomplishments made during the second year of the 2020-2024 Consolidated
Plan. The report does not include an accounting of CV funds received as those
funds are reported separately. However, we did include an appendix in the
CAPER to reflect the expenditure of those funds. The purpose of the public
hearing is to provide the public with an opportunity to comment on emerging
housing and community development needs in the County.

City of Beaverton CAPER
Lisa Bailey presented the City of Beaverton’s portion of the CAPER.
