FY 2020-21 recommendations

- Continue “pay-as-you-go” approach due to limited fund
balance and uncertain revenues:

— Housing construction slowdown

— Large credit-eligible improvements coming online (i.e. Kaiser and
Shackelford Roads)

- Continue to evaluate need for Brugger and Shackelford gap
projects

+ Springville Road projects Iin progress:
— Ph. 3: Kaiser to Joss - construction 2020-21 ($5.4M remaining)
— Ph. 4: Joss to PCC Entrance - design only ($1.5M remaining)

« Allocate additional $900k to complete design engineering; consider
construction funding in FY 21-22
