In the bar graph (slide 21), MSTIP funding is the
lighter blue and County Service District (CSD) funds is the darker blue. The
MSTIP funds were expended over a 5-6 year period. CSD property tax funds
have been increasing over time as more development has occurred, and have
increased at a fairly consistent rate over the past four years. Slide 22 shows the
CSD revenues over time more clearly.
